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A recent survey, concerning maturity of faith, found that of 

the 6 major denominations in Minnesota, Lutherans 

finished last-showing that the Church, as well as the 

families representing the church, have less and less 

influence in moral and spiritual directions.  Some say TV, 

movies, music, the work place, social groups and friends 

have more influence. 

 

Some questions in the survey covered understandings of: 

 -Godõs love as unconditional 

 -experiencing meaning and purpose in life 

 -applying faith to personal choices and social issues 

 -addressing and enacting confession and forgiveness 

 -engaging in prayer 

 -Bible knowledge 

 -financial support / tithing 

 -sharing faith 

 -pursuing a healthy lifestyle. 

 

During these last days of Lent and on to Easter share your concerns and 

visions of what we can do at St. Mark to address this.  Make your 

comments known to me, to the Council members, place a note in the 

òsuggestion boxó, in any way you canéé.
