Highl ights from the 
Annual Meeting 
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On Sunday May 16, 2010 we held our Annual Meeting.   

There were 37 people in attendance, a drop of 12% from last yearôs 

meeting attendance.  Attendance at the annual meeting of our 

congregation is one of the MANY benefits we are all eligible for and we 

sincerely hope that you will make it a priority in the future as we need 

to hear from everyone.   

Pastor Walt started with his report and his thoughts for the future of our 

congregation.  He acknowledged the loss we have experienced with 

many of our members and he mentioned the importance of paying 

attention to: Education, Table Talks, our Challenging Economic Times; 

the fact that ELCA  attendance is down overall and he challenged us 

all to be reaching out to strangers more often.   

I reviewed our congregational accomplishments for the past year, 

broken down into four categories: A focus on our church home; a focus 

on our neighborhood; a focus on our city and state and a focus on 

worldwide projects.   

We reviewed our current financial landscape and had a lively 

discussion regarding some ideas to consider with regard to increased 

giving.  Those ideas were then discussed more fully at our council 

meeting, held on Monday May 17th.  The Stewardship Committee will 

work on specific details and provide us with an update regarding 

implementation of many of the suggested ideas.  Our current expenses 

are continuing to exceed our current income.  In general we are 

spending less than we had budgeted to spend, even though we should 

continue to find ways to spend even less.   Our income, including our 

weekly offerings, is falling short of our planned budget.  At the rate we 

are going, we will more than likely need to dip into our investment 

funds at the end of the year and with no increased giving, those funds 

in total would be exhausted in 4-5 years if we do not change our 

pattern significantly.   

Our income for the first four months of 2010 (including the proceeds 

from the Spring Dinner) were: $46,824 and our expenses for the first

four months were: $52,951, representing a deficit of -$6,127.  

Reports were also shared from the Capital Campaign Fund, the Altar 

Guild and the Funeral Committee.  We discussed again the completion 

of the Phase I activities of our ñSo All May Enter Campaignò and 

agreed to assemble a committee to begin to formulate suggestions and 

details for Phase II.  Phase I included the installation of the elevator/lift; 

the hiring of a Christian Education Director, a Youth Director and a 

Choir Director along with significant enhancements to the parsonage.  

Phase II was designed to include physical improvements and 

enhancements to the church building, on-going support for the staff 

hired in Phase I and the creation of new programs and enhancements 

of existing programs.   

If you are interested in serving on the Phase II of the ñSo All May 

Enterò planning committee, please let me know!!   

Two new council members were elected unanimously:   

Robin Martinson will be our new Christian Education Council Chair and 

Sharon Johnson will be our new Worship Chair.   

I would like to extend a very heartfelt appreciation to our outgoing 

council members (Candy Petersen/Council Secretary and Cindy 

Bruski/Worship Chair) for all of their efforts and contributions.
